This month of August, some things are happening in the life of our Church (-LZ( " //
and communities. All these are important and special for each one of us.

One, which | would bring to your attention, is the new school year. In Harris and Lake Park,
kids will be going back towards the end of August. It is such a big deal for all our children. It
is also special to us all, as parents, guardians, grand and great grandparents.

Also, let me remind you that in the teaching of our kids, at all levels of education, we should
also be a part of their lives.

The question is: what are you going to do this school year to make a difference in the life of
a child?

It does not have to be only your child or grandchild. It requires you to do something for a
child or anyone who works for our school.

Here are five ways that | summarize in the word: P.A.U.S.E. The idea is that you've got to
stop whatever you're doing and focus on a kid. Our children and school need your
undivided attention.

Attention is one of the five needs they have, and you are the one to meet them. Here are
the other four: prayer, uplifting, support and encouragement.

Together, they make up the word P.A.U.S.E. as follows:
P for prayer; A for attention; U for uplifting; S for support and E for encouragement.

A commitment you can make this year could be to do at least two of the five things. An
example of how to commit could be choosing to pray for kids in school and all school
workers. Another could be to write a note or help a child read at the library, even if she is
not yours.

So, what will you commit to this school year as you P.A.U.S.E.?
