"There's an appropriate time to mourn
and wish that you had more time with
someone here on earth. That is not
selfish. But | believe it is selfish to wish
they were still with us when it's God's
plan and the plan is fulfilled. We don't
know why God takes people from us too
soon or why bad things happen to good
people but | think we should celebrate
rather than being mad at God for our
loved ones to have finally reached their
real home. Our real home is not here on
earth. Life here is just temporary. Our
eternal life is in heaven if we believe Jesus
died for us and have accepted Him into
our heart."

Dear Church Family,

| don't know about you, but what makes this season of the year so special for me is that there are
only a few days before spring to shows up! Yeah, | start looking forward to the end of winter from
the time it begins. More importantly, this time of the year also marks the beginning of the season

we call Lent, which starts on Ash Wednesday.

Lent, based on the Christian tradition, is the beginning of a time of fasting. Some churches still
practice that with forty-day long prayers and fasting. Of course, fasting and praying take different
forms depending on a given church.

However, | think Lent should not always be a time of lamentations or fasting. It should be a time of
celebration. We start looking at the outcome of what Christ went through when he was here on
earth. Ash Wednesday, which was on February 26 this year, is not a reminder of how mortal and
sinful we are. It should not just be a reminder that "we are dust, and to dust we shall return”
(Genesis 3: 19). It, more importantly, reminds us of what Christ has already done for us. He
conquered death (our mortality) and sin (including all its consequences (1 Corinthians 15: 55-57).

Now that you are in Lent, and you know that Jesus has conquered your mortality and sin, you
then have power over evil through faith in Christ. As a result, you are free to love, forgive, and
serve others. You, therefore, do not fast because of your mortality and sinfulness. You do it
because you are free from it all. You have so much life (abundant life) that you need to share it
with somebody else.

Fasting, this Lent, comes out of the abundance of God's generosity and hospitality you've
experienced through Christ.

Here is what all this means:

e You pray because you know God answers your prayers.

e You eat less because you want to give a meal to and pray for someone who needs food.

e You choose to shop this Lent not for yourself, but for someone who may need a winter
coat or a pair of warm socks.

e You buy coffee for yourself and one for somebody else (this applies to me when | am at
Starbucks throughout Lent).

You don't need to do this all alone. You can invite someone else to pray and fast with you. Invite a
friend or family member to celebrate your victory over death and sin.

Find people to invite in this Lenten celebration by joining a small group, in-person, or on social
media. Check out the small groups our church offers this Lent in the bulletins or on our website,
www.harrislakeparkumc.org.

Elsie M. Stouffer was born November 16, 1902 to ARiehards Stouffer and Joseph
Stouffer in their farm home near Fostoria, loviEsie was the youngest of three girls and
four boys born to Alice and Josep8he attended country school near Fostoria and
graduated from Spencer High SchoB8he received BA degree from Grinnell College
and an MA from Stanford UniversityElsie was a Lydia Roberts Fellow at Columbia

University. She had planned to do research for her PhD in South America, but cancelled

her plans because of the outbreak of World War Il.

Elsie taught high school in Camas, Battle Ground and Kalama, Washington and was
principal of the Ketchikan, Alaska High School from 1941 to 1959.

The summer of 1941, found Elsie working for the US Armed Forces Institute, Alaska
Command as Guidance Ditec. During the summer of 1942, Elsie worked for the
Alaska Spruce Logging Progranthis project cut Sitka Spruce trees and towed them to
Seattle where the Boeing Aircraft Company used the wood to manufacture airplane
propellers. This program was soonstiontinued with the introduction of metal

propellers. She also worked a number of summers for Libby, McNeill and Libby in their
salmon cannery in Ekuk, Alaska.

While Elsie was living in Alaska, the US Land Bureau opened a tract of land of
homesteadingElsie and a friend filed on adjoining home sites and both built cabins on
their lots. Elsie returned to Spencer in 1959 and taught Spanish at lowa Lakes
Community College in Estherville until she retired in 1962.

Elsie was someone who was friendlydgeople orientedShe was interested in many
things, nature and agriculture being among thé&itsie was a longtime member of the
Fostoria United Methodist Church.
